FDA-Approved Indications
TEVIMBRA is a prescription medicine used to treat adults with:
o cancer of the tube that connects your throat to your stomach (esophageal cancer).

- TEVIMBRA may be used in combination with chemotherapy that contains platinum as your
first treatment when your esophageal cancer:

¢ is a type called squamous cell carcinoma, and
¢ cannot be removed with surgery or has spread to other parts of the body (metastatic), and
¢ your tumor tests positive for “PD-L1."

GET STARTED

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ESCC stands for esophageal squamous cell carcinoma, a cancer that affects the esophagus, the tube connecting
the throat and stomach

Because of where the cancer is located, it can cause some troublesome symptoms, such as impacting one's ability to swallow. This can make
eating very challenging and can lead to significant weight loss. It is important that people with ESCC have access to foods that are soft, moist,
and easy to swallow.

As a caregiver, you can ensure your loved one is consuming the nutrients they need by preparing snacks and meals, such as:

Scrambled eggs

Mashed potatoes

Oatmeal Pureed soups

Yogurt and pudding Soft rice and pasta

Some people with esophageal cancer may require a feeding tube. Feeding tubes can be very helpful for those having difficulty swallowing, eating, and
drinking. If a feeding tube is needed, it is placed in the stomach or the small intestine. It can be used for liquid forms of food or medicine. Your loved one’s
healthcare team will teach you how to care for and clean the equipment. If you have any questions, be sure to ask your healthcare team.

# What is TEVIMBRA? (tislelizumab-jsgn

Injection, for intravenous use 10 mg/mL

TEVIMBRA is a type of infusion treatment* known as immunotherapy*
that works with the T cells in a person’s immune system

e In a healthy immune system, T cells are “switched on” and can travel through the body
to look for and eliminate disease and infection

* When a person has cancer, many of these T cells are “switched off” and are therefore
unable to find and destroy cancer cells

» TEVIMBRA works with your loved one's immune system by attaching to these
T cells and “switching them back on”

*A treatment in which medication is administered directly into the bloodstream intravenously.
TA treatment that enhances the immune system to more efficiently target and eliminate cancer cells.

What are the results with TEVIMBRA?

TEVIMBRA has been proven to help people with ESCC whose tumor tests
positive for PD-L1, such as your loved one, live longer

In clinical trials, people receiving TEVIMBRA in combination with chemotherapy:
» Lived longer: At ~17 months, half of people receiving TEVIMBRA + chemotherapy were alive, while at
~10 months, half of people receiving placebo + chemotherapy were alive

» Were more likely to see their tumor shrink: ~6 out of 10 people (134 out of 231) saw their tumor shrink
compared to ~4 out of 10 people (90 out of 250) who received placebo + chemotherapy

e Continued to benefit: More people who received TEVIMBRA + chemotherapy (21% of patients) were
still alive at 3 years than those who received placebo + chemotherapy (14% of patients)

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Being a caregiver to someone with cancer is a critical role. It is important to remember that there are ways to make the journey more
manageable for both you and your loved one.

Providing support during infusions is a great way to be there for your loved one.
Consider some of the actions below:

» Offer to provide transportation to and from the treatment center. If you are unable to provide transportation,
explore alternative options by asking a friend or family member to help, arranging a ride share, or talking with their
doctor about other resources the practice might offer
» Help your loved one prepare for infusion appointments by packing things like a warm sweater, a pillow and
blanket, books, a tablet, a charger, headphones or earplugs, healthy snacks, and beverages
» Coordinate with the healthcare team to understand and keep up to date with the treatment schedule
» Keep a notebook with you to record information regarding your loved one's treatment, symptoms,
and medications
» Provide support and companionship to your loved one during infusion sessions

Rejection of a transplanted organ or tissue. Your healthcare provider should tell you what signs and symptoms you should report and monitor you,
depending on the type of organ transplant that you have had.

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Complications, including graft-versus-host-disease (GVHD), in people who have received a bone marrow (stem cell) transplant that uses donor stem
cells (allogeneic). These complications can be serious and can lead to death. These complications may happen if you underwent transplantation either
before or after being treated with TEVIMBRA. Your healthcare provider will monitor you for these complications.

Getting medical treatment right away may help keep these problems from becoming more serious. Your healthcare provider will check you for these
problems during your treatment with TEVIMBRA. Your healthcare provider may treat you with corticosteroid or hormone replacement medicines. Your
healthcare provider may also need to delay or completely stop treatment with TEVIMBRA if you have severe side effects.

Before receiving TEVIMBRA, tell your healthcare provider about all of your medical conditions, including if you:
e have immune system problems such as Crohn’s disease, ulcerative colitis, or lupus
* have received an organ or tissue transplant, including corneal transplant
e have received or plan to receive a stem cell transplant that uses donor stem cells (allogeneic)
e have received radiation treatment to your chest area
e have a condition that affects your nervous system, such as myasthenia gravis or Guillain-Barré syndrome
e are pregnant or plan to become pregnant. TEVIMBRA can harm your unborn baby.
Females who are able to become pregnant:
- Your healthcare provider will do a pregnancy test before you start treatment with TEVIMBRA.
- You should use an effective method of birth control during your treatment and for 4 months after your last dose of TEVIMBRA. Talk to your healthcare
provider about birth control methods that you can use during this time.
— Tell your healthcare provider right away if you become pregnant or think you may be pregnant during treatment with TEVIMBRA.
e are breastfeeding or plan to breastfeed. It is not known if TEVIMBRA passes into your breast milk. Do not breastfeed during treatment with TEVIMBRA and
for 4 months after your last dose of TEVIMBRA.

Tell your healthcare provider about all the medicines you take, including prescription and over-the-counter medicines, vitamins, and herbal supplements.

What are the possible side effects of TEVIMBRA?
TEVIMBRA may cause serious side effects. See “What is the most important information | should know about TEVIMBRA?”

The most common side effects of TEVIMBRA when used in combination with platinum-containing chemotherapy include: decreased white blood cell
count; decreased salt (sodium) in your blood; increased glucose in your blood; decreased red blood cell count (anemia); tiredness; decreased appetite; increase
in certain liver blood tests; decreased potassium in your blood; increase in certain kidney blood tests; decreased calcium in your blood; diarrhea; mouth sores;
and vomiting.

These are not all the possible side effects of TEVIMBRA. Talk to your health care provider for medical advice about side effects.
